Title: UMBRELLA ASSASSIN
Genre: A five minute DVDA exercise

Tagline: A highly trained and aloof assassin armed with a weaponized umbrella continues an unstoppable spree of assignments until a chance encounter with a bystander results in a switch.

Outline: 
A killer in a long black overcoat stands in front of an office building. He doesn’t seem to be armed except for a long slim umbrella. 

He walks into an elevator. Again emphasis on the umbrella. He wears sunglasses and a hat. He is most obviously an assassin. 

On an office floor a pair of bodyguards in suits stand and chat, bored. They’re talking about some super assassin who is armed only with an umbrella. They’re not impressed. The elevator light comes on. The Assassin steps out. The bodyguards move slowly in reaction. The assassin brings up the umbrella. Shots ring out. The bodyguards are on the ground, dead. The assassin advances. The elevator closes. More shooting ensues.

After the hit, the Assassin leaves the office building and is immediately crashed into by an Office Worker who isn’t watching where he’s going. Worse, the office worker is carrying the exact same umbrella as the assassin. In his hurry to get away, the assassin snatches up the nearest umbrella and, after threatening the Office Worker, stalks away having taken the wrong one. The Office Worker also doesn’t realize he has the wrong one and walks away.

The assassin arrives at his home and sits down at his computer. First, there is a news page talking about the most recent exploits of the Umbrella Assassin. He smiles at this. Then mail arrives. It’s a dossier of his next victim: another mobster. He quickly leaves for this next hit, taking his umbrella with him. 

In a montage, the assassin walks hastily through alley ways, furtively, holding the umbrella like a weapon. Meanwhile, the Office Worker swings the weaponized umbrella carelessly like a cane. When it looks like it is about to rain, he tries to open it but it refuses to open. He even bangs it on the side of a wall (dangerously coming close to firing it) wishing it would open. He gives up when the threat of rain subsides. The Assassin doesn’t use his umbrella even when it is raining.

Now it comes time for the Assassin to hit his next victim. He shows up to an apartment block. The music builds as he makes his way up the apartment building, using the umbrella (but not its gun) against individual guards, never suspecting that he only has a real umbrella. Finally, he’s on the floor of his target. The bodyguards know something is wrong and they know that their boss has been targetted by the umbrella assassin. The assassin enters the apartment confidently as the bodyguards panic and go for their guns. But the assassin is too fast. He swings up the umbrella and thumbs the switch for the first time since the hit at the beginning.

And it opens like a regular umbrella. For the first time a look of surprise comes across the Assassin’s face. Shots ring out and he’s done. Fade out.

The next day the Office Worker is on the way to work, again carrying the weaponized umbrella. He passes by a newspaper box that has the headline announcing the death of the Umbrella Assassin. He waits by a bus stop where there’s a girl standing. He’s too hesitant to approach her. But then it looks like it’s going to rain. He thinks he’ll be gallant by opening his umbrella for her. He steps up, points the umbrella up. Fade to black. Bang!
